AMERICAN RED CROSS SMALL CRAFT SAFETY COURSE:

Students participating in this program will learn about safety and emergency training in crafts such as canoes and kayaks.  The program will be for participants 14 years and older. Class size is limited to 10 people and will be held June 22 and 23  from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. at Peace Valley Boat Rental. And CPR/First Aid June 21 at the Peace Valley Nature Center from 8 a.m. to 2 p.m.   All participants will be asked to show swimming proficiency at Tohickon Valley Park Pool. Participants should bring a change of clothing, have protective footwear, and bring a lunch.  Fee: $45 per person includes American Red Cross Small Craft Safety Course certification, textbook and instruction. This is a great program for recreation and camp counselors.
 America’s Boating Course  

This program is co-sponsored by the Pennsway Power Squadron a unit of the United States Power Squadrons®.  Students participating in this program will learn water safety and boating laws.   They will also learn basic boating techniques, survival skills and rescue procedures.  Upon completion of the course a test will be given to each student.  If they pass, they will receive a certificate – showing that they have taken an eight hour boating education course and passed a proctored examination.  The course will run two Saturday mornings, and participants must register no later than June ???. The minimum to hold the class will be 5 students and the maximum will be 25.  The course is geared for anyone age 12 years and older.  This is a perfect course for families with boats.    Fee: $40 includes all fees; course instruction book, CD, administration, examination, certification and wallet card recognized in all 50 states.

JUNIOR BOATING CAMPS: 
Participants will learn the basics of boating safety and fundamentals of paddling and rowing.  They will have an opportunity to use our canoes, sit-on-top kayaks and rowboats. An experience and knowledgeable instructor will teach the camp.  It is a requirement that all participants must show proof of swimming proficiency i.e. YMCA, Scout, Fanny Chapman, School District or Red Cross certificate of completion. This program is for ages 10 to 16 years. Monday thru Friday.   Class size: Maximum 16 students /minimum of 8 to hold the camp. Cost: $65 per person per session. Students must wear footwear and bring a snack.

JUNIOR SAILING CAMP (Beginners):  

This beginner sailing program, suited to kids 10 to 16 years, will teach the basics of sailing such as knowledge of types of sailboats, terminology, sailing skills, rules of the road, rescues and practical experience handling a boat.  This course will be taught by Dave Carroll a former Scout Master and Boy Scout sailing instructor with over 50 years lake, coastal and ocean sailing experience . The boat rental  staff will also assist with the camp.  It is a requirement that all children must show proof of swimming proficiency i.e. YMCA, Scouts, Fanny Chapman, School District or Red Cross certificate of completion. This camp is limited to 14 students maximum  /8 minimum to hold the camp, with the staff ratio of 1:8. A practical test will be given at the end with a certificate of completion. Cost: $165 per child for this 15 hour program/ sailing instruction book CD will be provided.
New   Jr. Sailing Camp (intermediate) 

July 12 to 16 – from 1 p.m. to 4 p.m. For ages 10 to 18.   Minimum 4/ maximum to hold the program 8 people.  Using the larger 14.6 Daysailer, students will have instruction for 2 hours with the final hour being proactive. These lessons offered by the boat center staff will cover the proper care of the equipment (Aqua Finns and Day Sailor’s), sailing skills, rules of the road, safety tips, righting a boat and rescues to name a few. “MOONLIGHT CANOE & KAYAK TOURS” -  The Department will offer  ”moonlight”  kayak/canoe tours to the public.  These tours are for intermediate and experienced kayakers and canoeist.  THIS PROGRAM IS NOT A LEARN TO KAYAK OR CANOE PROGRAM!!  The program will meet at the Peace Valley Boat Rental on June 26, July 24 (with a view of the night sky by the Bucks County Astrological Society) , and August 21.  The program will be held from 9 p.m to 11 p.m. for each date.  The cost will be $12 per person for those without a kayak, canoe or life vest and covers the rental of these items and staff time.    Those with a kayak or canoe the cost is still $8 per person and covers staff time and life vest. For safety each person must come with a whistle and the Dept. will issue “glow Necklaces” so each participant is seen and heard on the water.  Each program will be different and conducted by the Peace Valley Nature Center staff or the volunteers of the Bucks County Astrological Society.
